Job Summary:

The Regional Leads are the liaison between the members and the State Board. The primary duty of the Regional Lead is to act as a direct communication link between the membership and his/her region and the State Board.
Duties and Responsibilities:

1. Attend State Board meetings unless excused by the President.

2. Attend Leadership Committee meetings prior to each State Board meeting when called.

3. Attend Conference and Delegate Assembly and assist Leadership Chair as needed. 

4. Attend WSNA-sponsored workshops in region.

5. Serve on assigned committees and chair committees as appointed.

6. Promote membership and educational opportunities within the region.

7. Keep records of chapters/directors in region. 

8. Reach out to chapters/directors in the region at least biannually.

9. Communicate with chapters/membership.

10. Submit articles with regional news to the Apple Press.

11. Promote the WSNA Plan of Action within the membership and act as a resource to the members in the region.

12. Stimulate interest in WSNA and SNA by encouraging attendance at conferences, workshops, and other WSNA/SNA-sponsored events.  
13. Give guidance to the membership and communicate Board action to the regional members as well as communicate information from regional membership back to the State Executive Board.

14. Help organize new chapters.

15. Be familiar with ass WSNA and SNA award, scholarship and grant programs and send pertinent materials to the members in the region. Assist members with the application process if needed. 

16. Complete and submit accountability and board reports in a timely fashion.

17. Assist in coordinating educational opportunities with OSPI and other partner organizations in the region with input from members in the region.

18. Assist chapters/membership as needed.

19. Assist with planning and coordinating WSNA workshops as needed.     
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
